• Vote a provisional ballot (you will need to 

submit a copy of a valid ID by 12:00 noon 
the Friday after the election)

Deadline for return of ballot

• Absentee ballot must be mailed by 
election day, November 3. 

• Ballot will be counted if received by the 
General Registrar by noon the third day 
after the election, November 6
